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INTRODUCTION 

The Scheme of Kendriya Vidyalayas (Central Schools) 

was approved in November 1962 by the Govt. of India on 

the recommendations of the Second Central Pay 

Commission. It recommended that the Government 

should develop a scheme to provide uninterrupted 

education to the wards of transferable Central 

Government employees. Consequently, Central School 

Organization was started as a unit of the Ministry of 

Education (now Ministry of Human Resource 

Development) of the Govt. of India. 

Initially, 20 Regimental Schools, then functioning at 

places having large concentration of defence personnel, 

were taken over as Central Schools during the academic 

year 1963-64. 

The Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan was registered as a 

society under the Societies Registration Act (XXI of 

1860) on 15th December 1965. The primary aim of the 

Sangathan is to provide, establish, endow, maintain, 
control and manage the Central Schools (Kendriya 

Vidyalayas) located all over India and abroad. The 

Government of India wholly finances the Sangathan. 

Over the years, the number of Kendriya Vidyalayas 
steadily increased to 1092 as on 31.03.201 3. 

The Kendriya Vidyalayas have a four fold mission, viz. , 

1. To cater to the educational needs of the children of 

transferable Central Government employees 

including Defence and Para-military personnel by 

providing a common programme of education;

Other members are appointed by the Government of 
India from amongst senior officers of the Ministries of 
Finance, Defence, Works and Housing, Health and 
department of Personnel and Training as well as 
distinguished educationists including representatives of 
the Central Board of Secondary Education, National 
Council of Educational Research and Training and State 
Governments besides Members of Parliament, Women 
representatives and Members of Scheduled Castes and 
Scheduled Tribes. 

The Board of Governors is the executive body through 
which the Sangathan discharges its responsibilities to 
fulfill the objectives set forth in the Memorandum of 
Association . The list of members of the Board as on 
March 31 ,2013 is given in (Appendix-1). 
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The day-to-day affairs are conducted by an 
administrative set-up with the Commissioner as the Chief 
Executive Officer, supported by two Additional 
Commissioners, five Joint Commissioners, four Deputy 
Commissioners and other staff members at the 
Headquarters in New Delhi, besides regional offices. 

STANDING COMMITIEES 

Academic Advisory Committee, Finance Committee, 
Administration & Establishment Committee and Works 
Committee are the four Standing Committees of the 
Board of Governors of the Sangathan. The functions and 
powers of these Committees in brief, are as under: 

ACADEMIC ADVISORY COMMITTEE 

To advise about the academic and co-curricular 
programmes of Kendriya Vidyalayas-to help in preparing 
guidelines for implementation of these programmes - to 
help Kendriya Vidyalayas realize, among others, the 
objectives of the Sangathan, viz., to develop the 
Vidyalayas as "Schools of Excellence" in the context of 
the National goals of education-to promote national 
integration and to review publication programmes and 
suggest improvements (Appendix-2). 

FINANCE COMMITIEE 

To scrutinize the accounts and budget estimates of the 
Sangathan - to consider and make recommendation to 
the Board for new expenditure on account of major work­
to scrutinize re-appropriation statement and audit notes 
and to review the finances of the Sangathan besides 
getting concurrent audit conducted (Appendix-3). 

ADMINISTRATION AND ESTABLISHMENT 
COMMITTEE 

To advise the Sangathan about the policies to be 
introduced on the administrative and establishment 
matters - to prepare guidelines in matters of a­
governance, settlement of grievances and monitoring of 
other redressal machinery - to bring about effective 
coordination among the various units of organization at 
various levels (Appendix-4). 

WORKS COMMITIEE 

To recommend the work policy of the Sangathan -to 
consider and approve the work programme- to prescribe 

norms for issue of administrative approval and 
expenditure sanction - to review the progress of 
construction work- to advise the Board on policy matters 
related to works programme(Appendix-5). 

REGIONAL ADVISORY COMMITIEE 

For effective management of all KVs, 25 ROs have been 
established, each headed by a Deputy Commissioner 
with three Assistant Commissioners, one Administrative 
Officer, one Finance Officer and supporting staff. These 
regional offices oversee the working of the KVs coming 
under their jurisdiction and regional transfers of their staff 
members with the help of REGIONAL ADVISORY 
COMMITTEE (Appendix-G). 

*Kendriya Vidyalayas at Kathmandu (Nepal), Moscow 
(Russia) and Tehran (I ran) are administered directly from 
the Headquarters. 

ZIET ADVISORY COMMITIEE 

For training needs and programme KVS has 05 Zonal 
Institute of Education and Training (ZIETs) at Gwalior, 
Mumbai, Mysore, Bhubaneswar and Chandigarh which 
are entirely dedicated to train Officersffeachers and 
other Staff and the Committee is constituted to review 
periodically these programme (Appendix-7). 

VIDYALAYA MANAGEMENT COMMITIEE 

For proper running of the Vidyalaya, its day-to-day 
Management is entrusted to a Vidyalaya Management 
Committee, constituted by the Sangathan. This 
Committee manages the Vidyalayas with funds provided 
by the Sangathan as well as funds generated locally by 
the Vidyalaya within the frame- work of the policies laid 
down by the Sangathan.An Executive Committee, which 
is a core group of a few members of the existing 
Vidyalaya Management Committee, has also been 
constituted at the Vidyalaya level in all Kendriya 
Vidyalayas. This Committee has been vested with wide 
ranging administrative, academic and financial powers 
to ensure smooth functioning of the vidyalaya 
(Appendix-8).

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ACADEMIC PANORAMA 
4(a) ENROLMENT OF STUDENTS 

KVS is a growing organization with 1 092 schools 
functioning as on 31 .03.2013, and a total enrolment of 
1121012 in classes I to XII (633493 boys (56.52%) and 
487519 girls (43.48%)) 

ADMISSION POLICY 

Kendriya Vidyalayas were primarily established with an 
objective of providing uninterrupted education to the 
wards of transferable Central Govt. employees. Priority 
in admissions is accorded to children of Central Govt. 
employees, State Govt. employees and private 
employees in that order. Various provisions exist for ex­
service men, project employees in project sector 
schools, MEA employees, MHRD employees, single girl 
students etc. 

KVS also provides for 25% reservation in class I, at the 
entry stage to the children of SC/ST and children 

belonging to weaker sections and disadvantage groups 
as per the provisions of RTE Act 2009. The shortfall, if 
any, in this quota is made good by providing admission in 
the rest 75% admissions to the tune of 15% to SC and 
7.5% to ST students. 

Once a child is admitted in a KV, he/she is eligible for 
transfer of admission to another KV anywhere in the 
country, on the transfer of parent or shifting of the family. 
The transfer is automatic and can be done at any time, 
during the academic session. 

KVS has expanded from 20 schools in 1963 to 1092 
schools by 31 .03.2013. The present total enrolment of 
student in 1092 school is 11 ,21 ,012 with 487519 girls 
(43.48%) and 633493 boys (56.62%). The State wise, 
Category wise and Class wise enrolment of KVS is 
tabulated:

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4(b) CHILD IN FOCUS : TOWARDS EXCELLENCE 

As a premier educational organization, KVS always has 
the child as its focus in planning its programmes and 
implementing them. Apart from the well structured 
academic programmes, several other co-scholastic 
programmes are also planned in all the schools for 
facilitating a holistic development of the child's 
personality. 

All the schools are affiliated to CBSE and run classes 
from Class I to XII. Hindi, English and Sanskrit languages 
are taught from Class VI onwards, while Hindi and 
English languages are taught in classes I to V also. An 
option of choosing foreign languages such as German, 
French , Spanish, Chinese & Japanese have been 
approved by Board of Governors in its 81st meeting held 
on 18.12.2008. At present students in classes VI to VIII 
can be offered German language as an option to 
Sanskrit. In all other classes German Language can be 
opted by students as an additional language or as hobby 
course. Students of Class VI to VIII would not however 
be barred from this option as well. German language 
can also be offered as an additional by students from 
class IX onwards in case students so desire to learn the 
same. However, enrolment of minimum 15 students is 
required to start German classes. 

Apart from this, regional language teaching is also 
provided in schools where more than 20 students opt for it. 

A continuous and comprehensive evaluation is carried 
out in schools in classes I to X, in the framework of CBSE 
gu idelines . To facilitate the continuous and 
comprehensive, teaching as well as evaluation , several 
programmes have been designed: 

CMP : Common Minimum Programme for primary 
children aims at focused primary education involving 
activity based teaching learning, building required 
resources such as library, play grounds, teaching 
learning material (TLM), computer facilities, common 
programmes for primary children such as celebration of 
days, class libraries, community lunches, fie ld trips, etc. 

EQUIP : Ensuring quality in upper primary (classes VI to 
VIII), similarly aims at enhancing the quality of education 
at upper primary level and has four pronged strategy viz. 

1) Readiness programme for upper primary stage, 

2) monitoring support at school level , 

3) resource support and steps for improvement in 
teaching learning process and 

4) role of teachers/PrincipaiNice Principals and 
regional office, towards achieving the goal. 

Holistic Development : Co curricular activities are the 
Forte of KVS. A number of CCA such as singing, 
elocuations, debates, rangoli , calligraphy, etc are 
organized throughout the year as competitions at school 
level so as to bring out the latent talent of the children and 
aid in their complete growth. Apart from the holistic 
development, these activities also help in minimizing the 
complexes among children and develop the leadership 
quality among them. 

While these school level activities involve almost all the 
students of the school in some activity or the other, 
several activities are conducted at higher levels also 
such as Cluster level , Regional level and National level, 
to bring out the best out of the talented children.

Mathematical Olympiad Programme in KVS 

For last 15 years KVS has been conducting its own 
Mathematical Olympiad programme in two phases -
Junior Mathematical Olympiad (JMO) and Regional 
Mathematical Olympiad (RMO). About 18-20 thousand 
students from classes X, XI & XII appear in JMO at about 
150 centers all over the country every year. After 
screening the students, about top 100 students are 
selected to attend the preparatory camp for Indian 
National Mathematical Olympiad (INMO) I RMO at KVS 
level for 1 0 days during winter break every year. KVS 
recommends about Top 30 students from RMO to 
participate in INMO conducted by NBHM. Selection at 
National level leads to participation at the International 
Mathematical Olympiad (IMO) through another round of 
training I test /orientation etc. 

In 2012-13, 18565 students appeared in 15" KVS-JMO, 

out of which 151 students qualified the examination. 

Then, top 69 students attended the preparatory camp for 
Indian National Mathematical Olympiad (INMO) for 10 

days during winter break of December 2012.

Adolescence Education Programme (AEP), initiated by 
Ministry of Human Resource Development is being 
implemented in the network of schools of Kendriya 
Vidyalaya Sangathan (KVS). Major objectives behind

AEP's major content areas include growing up healthy, 
enhancing self-esteem, handling peer pressure, 
managing relationships, preventing substance abuse, 
and Reproductive Tract Infections (RTis)/ Sexually 
Transmitted Infections (STis), including HIV/AIDS. By 
building on relevant experiences of young people in 
these content areas, the program focuses on enhancing 
life skills to enable youth to tackle real-life situations 
effectively.

contents and process of school education, teacher 
education programmes. 

Organization of co-curricular activities focused on 
life skills development among students in all 
secondary and higher secondary schools. 

In partnership with the Ministry of Human Resource

Education Programme (AEP) since 2005. The program 
focuses on enhancing life skills to enable young people 
to tackle real-life situations effectively. With National 
Council of Educational Research and Training (NCERT) 
as the coordinating agency; the co-curricular approach 
works in the five priority states i.e. Bihar, Madhya 
Pradesh, Maharashtra, Odisha and Rajasthan, by 
building on relevant experiences of young people.

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USE OF TECHNOLOGY IN EDUCATION 

Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan is a pace setting 
institution and has taken various initiatives for improving 
and overhauling school education system in the country 
including various Audio/Video devices and application of 
Information and Communication Technology (ICT). 

Under ICT infrastructure KVS has made advance way 
back in year 1994 in which through CLASS Project 291 
Kendriya Vidyalayas were provided BBC computers. 
Between year 1997 to 2001 under Model School Scheme 
computerization was done in 448 Kendriya Vidyalayas. 
Then Smart School Scheme was implemented in 31 
Kendriya Vidyalayas during 2005 in which ICT 
infrastructure was created. Thereafter computerization is 
being done continuously . in phased manner. As on 
31 .03.2013 ICT infrastructure in Kendriya Vidyalayas is 
as follows :

During the last 07 years and 04 months as many as 
38,315 new computers have been added to the computer 
labs increasing the total number to 51 ,692. 
Consequently the Pupil PC ratio has improved from 53:1 
to 22:1 as on 31 .03.2013. The efforts are still on to build 
up the computer infrastructure in KVS and to further 
improve the Pupil PC ratio in the best interest of the 

students.

SETTING UP OF E-CLASS ROOM IN KVs 

Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan has implemented the E­
Ciassroom scheme in 50 Kendriya Vidyalayas located in 
10 regions. To begin with , in each Kendriya Vidyalaya, 
one section in each class from 3-12 has been equipped 
with Interactive Board, Multimedia Projector, Computer 
etc. After completing the pilot in 500 class rooms it has 
been decided to roll out to rest of the Kendirya Vidyalayas 
in a phased manner. The necessary gadgets and 
hardware have been procured through DGS&D. The 
scheme has been rolled out to 75 more Kendriya 
Vidyalayas. They have been provided with 10 E-class 
rooms so that all the 25 Regional Offices have 5 Kendriya 
Vidyalayas with 10 E-Ciass rooms, each equipped with 

the hardware mentioned above. 

E-content 

KVS has taken a nobel initiative of developing e-content 
by using expertise of its own teachers. In this way large 
repository of E-contents in offline/online mode has been 
created which will be used by all the Vidyalayas. In 
addition to these the teachers and students are regularly 
developing e-contents using different resources. 
Directors of Zonal Institute of Education & Training 
Mumbai, Chennai and Chandigarh have worked as nodal 
officers who have compiled and re-evaluated the a­
content which were prepared by the teachers of different 
regions of Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan. The same 
have been disseminated to all the regions. Integrated on 
moodle platform of the a-contents compiled by the ZIETs 
are being done at KVS (HQ) and it will be given to 
Regions/Vidyalayas for online and offline use. 

Multimedia Devices 

726 Schools have been provided with the multimedia 
device set having interactive Projection device and 

visualizer. 

After some time it was felt that it may not be sufficient to 
have only one such device as at a time only one class can 
get the benefit of ICT facili ties interaction. Hence KVS 
has decided that one more such device set will be 
provided to schools where the same device set was 
given last year. Also two such sets may be given to all 
school having 3 sections or more than 3 sections except 
where a-classrooms have been established i.e. 125 
Kendriya Vidyalayas (50 Kendriya Vidyalayas in 1st 

Phase and 75 in lind Phase). 



All the Kendriya Vidyalayas (except newly opened 
schools) are having audio visual devices like tape 
recorders, television, projectors etc.

The National Award for Teachers organized by the 
Department of Secondary Education, MHRD will be 
presented to the teacher(s) for using Technology for 
innovation in Education. The Award proposes to falicitate 
those teacher(s) who have enhanced students' learning 
by effectively and innovatively integrating technology 
supported learning into the school curriculum and 
subject.

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4(c) THE STAFFING 

Procedure for Selection of Teachers 

Direct recruitment of teachers in KVS is at present 
centralized. As and when vacancies occur, an all India 
advertisement for direct recruitment of various posts in 
KVS is usually published in the Employment News 
(Weekly) followed by short advertisement in other 
National and Local Newspapers. The candidates 
possessing the requisite qualifications, age etc., 
prescribed for the posts as published in the 
advertisement (as per Recruitment Rules) are eligible 
and are required to take written examination in two 
stages. The first one is an objective type screening test 
to shortlist the candidates for the second stage 
examination. The candidates are short-listed for the 
second stage examination on merit, based on the 
performance in the first test depending upon the 
vacancies available for the post. In the second stage, the 
candidates are required to take descriptive type of 
examination in the concerned subject to test 
competence of the candidates in the subject and a 
bilingual test in Hindi & English languages to test the 
competence of the candidates to teach both in English & 
Hindi medium. The candidates are called for interview on 
merit, based on performance in the 2nd stage 
examination both in the subject and the bilingual test 
depending upon the vacancies available for the post. 
Select Panel is prepared strictly on merit, based on the 
final performance as reflected in the total marks obtained 
by the candidates in the written examination(s) and 
interview. 

The entire recruitment work consisting of processing of 
applications, conducting written examinations at various 
centres (KVs /non KVs) coming under different regions, 
evaluation, preparations of merit lists, dispatch of 
interview letters etc., are entrusted to an agency. 
However KVS conducts the interview, in order to fill-up 
the vacant posts in different Kendriya Vidyalayas all over 
the country. At present, the process of recruitment for the 
year 2011-12 has been completed and PGTs, 
Miscellaneous teachers have already been posted. The 
PRTs and TGTs could not be posted as the operation of 
select panel is subjudice. Also, the process for 
recruitment against vacancies for different categories of 
teachers in KVS against vacancies for the year 2012-13 
and 2013-14 has already begun. 

Apart from this, in Kendriya Vidyalayas, appointments of 
teachers on contractual basis are effected as per the 
terms and conditions approved by the Board of 
Governors of KVS in its 94th meeting held on 

24.12.2012. Simultaneously, teachers may also be 
provided from neighbouring Kendriya Vidyalayas to 
another as a temporary measure to supplement the 
teaching efforts of contractual teachers, for the 
betterment of the students as well as the Kendriya 
Vidyalaya so that the studies of the students do not suffer.

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4(d) EDUCATING THE EDUCATORS 

In-Service/Refresher Courses 

Realizing the fact that the teachers are engineers of 
excellence and architects of the Nation's future, KVS has 
been making concerted efforts to provide such 
experiences to them through respectively. In-service 
training courses that will enrich and empower them to 
achieve excellence in education. KVS started five Zonal 
Institutes of Education & Training at Bhubaneshwar, 
Chandigarh, Gwalior, Mysore & Mumbai with the 
mandate to take care of the In-service training needs of 
the KVS teachers alongwith short term courses. 

KVS conducts In-service Courses of 21 days duration for 
various categories of teachers. These In-service 
courses are organized in 02 spells i.e. one course of 12 
days duration followed by 10 days duration course 

(totaling 22 days). Both spells of In-service courses are 
planned and monitored at the KVS (HQ). level. However, 
In-service courses of teachers of following categories are 
conducted in one spell of 21 days duration: 

(i) Librarian (ii) TGT (P&HE) (iii) TGT (Drg.) 

(iv) TGT (Work Exp.) (v) Yoga Teacher (vi) PRT (Music) 

For the year 2012, KVS conducted 118 in-service 
courses deputing 5496 teachers of various categories. 
Out of these 4103 teachers attended the course. The 
details of the courses conducted during 2012 is given in 
the table 'A' .

Horizontal reservation would mean 
that 3% of 15% would be reserved for handicapped 
children of SC, 3% of 7.5% would be reserved for 
handicapped children of STand 3% of 77.5% would be 
reserved for handicapped children of general categories. 

For Recruitment in KVS 

Recruitment of teaching and non teaching staff in KVS a 
certain percentage of post of each category is reserved 
for the Scheduled Caste ( 15% ), Scheduled Tribe (7 .5% ), 
Other Backward Caste (27%) and Ex-serviceman (1 0%).

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OFFICIAL LANGUAGE POLICY 

Implementation 

During the year under review, a number of steps were 
taken to accelerate the use of official language in the 
Headquarters of the Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan and 
its Regional Offices and ZIETs besides the Kendriya 
Vidyalayas spread all over the country. A resume is given 
below: 

1. To ensure proper implementation of the Official 
Language Policy, an Official Language 
Implementation Committee was constituted in 
January, 1975, under the Chairmanship of 
Commissioner, KVS. Similar Committees have 
been constituted in all Regional Offices/ZIETs and 
all Kendriya Vidyalayas. A meeting of the 
Committee is held in each quarter. 

2. So far, 89 meetings of the Official Language 
Implementation Committee constituted at the 
Headquarters have been held and progress made 
in the implementation of the Language Policy of 
the Govt. of India is regularly monitored in these 
meetings. 

3. Quarterly Progress Report of Hindi, received from 
KVs is reviewed by Regional Offices, reports 
received from ROs & ZIETs are reviewed by KVS 
(Hqrs) and report of KVS (Hqrs) is reviewed by 
Department of Official Language & Ministry of 
HRD. 

4. The Hindi Section is looking after the 
implementation of Official Language Policy. 

5. All advertisements of all India nature are issued in 
Hindi and English simultaneously for publication in 
newspapers . In the "Employment News" 
advertisements are published in three languages. 

6. Invitation cards for all the programmes organized 
by Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan are printed in 
Hindi and English simultaneously. 

7. To review the progress of official language 
implementation, official language inspections are 
conducted at various levels. During the year 2012-
13 official language inspection of the 06 regional 
offices and 01 ZIETwere conducted by the officers 
ofKVS(HQ). 

Incentives 

In order to promote use of official language in KVS, the 

incentive schemes implemented by Govt. of India has 
been initiated in KVS. The official taking part in these 
schemes are given awards/incentives as per the norms 
of Govt. of India. A large number of employees of KVS 
(HQ), Regional Offices, ZIETs and Kendriya Vidyalayas 
have been benefited in this regard. 

Hindi Day/Fortnight 

Hindi Fortnight was also celebrated in the Headquarters 
of the Sangathan from 07.9.2012 to 21.9.2012. During 
the Fortnight, various competitions were organized on 
this occasion and the winners were given cash awards 
and certificates by the Hon'ble Commissioner. This 
created a keen interest in staff to do their day to day 
official work in Hindi. 

Seminar/Workshop for Hindi Translators 

In order to ensure proper implementation of the Official 
Language Policy and updating Sangathan's Hindi 
Translators with the translation work, official language 
policy/rules/ sub-clauses etc., a seminar/workshop was 
organized from 5th June to 7th June. 2012 at KVS (HQ), 
New Delhi for all translation, training programmes, 
organization of workshops, inspection by the Official 
Language Parliamentary Committee were discussed. 

Bilingual Software in Computers & Training 

Bilingual (software) facilities have been made available 
in the computers of all the sections in the KVS 
(Headquarters). The officials were trained to work on 
computers in Hindi through Unicode by organizing 
special workshop and they were encouraged to work in 
Hindi. 

Training of Hindi Shorthand and Hindi Typing 

The Steno and employees of KVS (HQ) who does not 
know Hindi Shorthand and Hindi typing, they are being 
trained in Hindi Shorthand and Hindi typing by running 
regular classes at KVS(HQ). Thus during the year 2012-
13, 08 employees passed Hindi Typing Examination 
conducted by the Department of the Official Language, 
Govt. of India, New Delhi. 

Administrative and Abbreviation Terminology 

In order to accelerate the use of Hindi and to speed up its 
progress for various official purposes, abbreviation 
terminology used in the Sangathan was prepared 
bilingual and circulated to all sections. This terminology 
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helps the staff in the uniform use of Hindi terms of various 
designations as well as abbreviation terms. Besides that 
copies of "Administrative Terminology" published by 
Scientific and Technical Terminology Commission, Govt. 
of India were purchased by KVS(HQ). 01 copy of the 
terminology to each member of KVS(HQ) staff, 10 copies 
each to all ROs and ZIETs were distributed. 02 copies 
have been provided in each Kendriya Vidyalaya. 

PUBLICATIONS 

1. Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan brings out 
quarterly magazine titled 'SANGAM' to provide a 
forum as well as to acquaint the staff with various 
academic activities pursued in Kendriya 
Vidyalayas. 

2. Annual Report and Audit Report of the Kendriya 
Vidyalaya Sangathan are published bilingually. 

3. A Souvenir on Teachers' Day is also published 
every year both in English and Hindi wherein the 
meritorious record of the teachers selected for 
National and KVS Incentive Awards are delineated 
in brief. 

4. For the updated knowledge of official language 
policy and rules "Rajbhasha Sahayika" was 
published by Headquaters and 05 copies in each 
ROs and ZIETs and 2 copies in each Kendriya 
Vidyalayas were distributed. A copy each of the 
"Rajbhasha Sahayika" was also provided to all the 
employees of headquarters. In this "Rajbhasha 

Sahayika" topics related to Official Language 
Policy, Rules, Writing of Noting, Orders related to 
Parliamentary Committee on Official Language, 
details of Kendriya Vidyalayas and Regional 
Offices notified under rule 10(4) have been 
included. 

Notification of Offices in the Government Gazette 
under Rules 10 (4) of Official Language Rules 1976. 

1. As per Rule 1 0(4) of the Official Language Rule, 
1976, a Govt. office where 80% or more officials 
have got the working knowledge of Hindi is liable to 
be notified in the Gazettes of India. Accordingly 
KVS (HQ), 15 Regional Offices, 03 ZIETs and 
about 7 41 Kendriya Vidyalayas have been notified 
so far. Process is going on for the notification 
under Rule 1 0(4) for the rest of ROs, ZIETs and 
Kendriya Vidyalayas. 

2. All the officers and employees of K.V.S. (HQ) are 
required to make use of Official Language as far as 
possible for the disposal of their official work. 

3. The officers and employees who are proficient in 
Hindi were notified to do their complete work in 
Hindi under Rule 8(4) of the Official Language Rule 
1976. 

In short, KVS is making all efforts to ensure effective 
implementation of the Official Language as per the 
Official Language Policy of Govt. of India in all its offices. 

Celebration of Hindi Diwas in a KV 
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INFRASTRUCTURE 

Provision of adequate infrastructure facil ities contributes 
in no small measure for the overall performance of any 
organization. Recognizing this, the KVS has been paying 
special attention to construction of school building, staff 
quarters etc. to Kendriya Vidyalayas, other than those 
set up in PSUs/lnstitute of Higher Learning. Equal 
attention is paid to proper special repairs of these 
buildings as and when the need arises. 

Out of total 1092 KVs including 02 non-functioning KVs 
as on 31 .03.201 3, 827 KVs (135 KVs in project/Institute 
of higher learning and 03 in abroad 689 KVs in civil & 
defence sector) were functioning in their own permanent 
schools building. Remaining 266 KVs are functioning in 
the temporary accommodation provided by sponsoring 
agencies out of which in 54 KVs permanent school 
building is under construction and in 02 KVs the 
construction of permanent school building has been 

approved in principle subject to finalization of land 
lease/permanent grant in favour Kendriya Vidyalaya 
Sangathan. The school buildings are classified into five 
types : 

1. From class I to X are 'A-0' Type single section in 
each class having strength up to 400 

2. From class I to XII are 'A-1' Type single section in 
each class having strength up to 480 

3. From class I to XII are 'A' Type with two sections in 
each class having strength upto 960 

4. From class I to XII are 'B' Type with three sections 
in each class having strength upto 1440 

5. From class I to XII are ·c· Type with four sections in 
each class having strength upto 1920
