1. INTRODUCTION

The Scheme of Kendriya Vidyalayas (Central Schools)
was approved in November 1962 by the Govt. of India
on the recommendations of the Second Central Pay
Commission. It recommended that the Government
should develop a scheme to provide uninterrupted
education to the wards of transferable Central
Government employees. Consequently, Central School
Organization was started as a unit of the Ministry
of Education (now Ministry of Human Resource
Development) of the Govt. of India.

Initially, 20 Regimental Schools, then functioning
at places having large concentration of defence
personnel, were taken over as Central Schools during
the academic year 1963-64.

The Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan was registered as
a society under the Societies Registration Act (XXI of
1860) on 15t December 1965. The primary aim of the
Sangathan is to provide, establish, endow, maintain,
control and manage the Central Schools (Kendriya
Vidyalayas) located all over India and abroad. The
Government of India wholly finances the Sangathan.

Over the years, the number of Kendriya Vidyalayas
steadily increased to 1103 as on 31.03.2015.

The Kendriya Vidyalayas have a four fold mission, viz.,

1. To cater to the educational needs of the children
of transferable Central Government employees
including Defence and Para-military personnel by
providing a common programme of education;

2.  To pursue excellence and set the pace in the field
of school education;

3. To initiate and promote experimentation and
innovations in education in collaboration with
other Bodies like the Central Board of Secondary
Education (CBSE) and the National Council of
Educational Research and Training (NCERT) etc.
and

4. To develop the spirit of national integration and
create a sense of “Indianness” among children.

In pursuance of the above objectives, the Kendriya
Vidyalayas system has following features and norms:

1. Common textbooks and bilingual (English & Hindi)
medium of instruction for all Kendriya Vidyalayas.

2. Al Kendriya Vidyalayas are affiliated to Central
Board of Secondary Education.

3. Al Kendriya Vidyalayas are co-educational,
composite schools.

4. Teaching of three languages — English, Hindi &
Sanskrit from Class VI to VIII is compulsory. In
Classes IX and X, any one language out of Hindi
and Sanskrit can be opted along with English
subject. Sanskrit can also be taken as an elective
subject at +2 stages.

5.  Through an ideal and updated methodology,
KVS strives to maintain excellence in academic
pursuits.

6. No tuition fee is charged from boys up to Class
VI, girls up to Class XlI, SC/ST students, children
of KVS employees, children of Officers and men
of the Armed Forces killed or disabled during the
wars of 1962, 1965, 1971, 1999 and Kargil War
(against China and Pakistan).
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2. ORGANIZATIONAL SET-UP

Kendriya Vidyalayas have an effective and well-knit
organizational set-up. The Chairman of the sangathan is
Hon’ble Minister of Human Resource Development. The
day-to-day affairs are conducted by an administrative

set-up with the Commissioner as the Chief Executive
Officer, supported by two Additional Commissioners, five
Joint Commissioners, four Deputy Commissioners and
other staff members at the Headquarters in New Delhi.

Other members are appointed by the Government of
India from amongst senior officers of the Ministries
of Finance, Defence, Works and Housing, Health
and department of Personnel and Training as well as
distinguished educationists including representatives
of the Central Board of Secondary Education, National
Council of Educational Research and Training and
State Governments besides Members of Parliament,
Women representatives and Members of Scheduled
Castes and Scheduled Tribes.

The Board of Governors is the executive body through
which the Sangathan discharges its responsibilities to
fulfill the objectives set forth in the Memorandum of
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Association. The list of members of the Board as on
March 31, 2015 is given in (Appendix-I).

STANDING COMMITTEES

Academic Advisory Committee, Finance Committee,
Administration & Establishment Committee and Works
Committee are the four Standing Committees of the
Board of Governors of the Sangathan. The functions
and powers of these Committees in brief, are as under:

ACADEMIC ADVISORY COMMITTEE

To advise about the academic and co-curricular
programmes of Kendriya Vidyalayas-to help in preparing
guidelines for implementation of these programmes-
to help Kendriya Vidyalayas realize, among others,
the objectives of the Sangathan, viz., to develop the
Vidyalayas as “Schools of Excellence” in the context of
the National goals of education - to promote national
integration and to review publication programmes and
suggest improvements. (Appendix-ll)

FINANCE COMMITTEE

To scrutinize the accounts and budget estimates of the
Sangathan - to consider and make recommendation to
the Board for new expenditure on account of major work-
to scrutinize re-appropriation statement and audit notes
and to review the finances of the Sangathan besides
getting concurrent audit conducted. (Appendix-Iil)

ADMINISTRATION AND ESTABLISHMENT
COMMITTEE

To advise the Sangathan about the policies to be
introduced on the administrative and establishment
matters—to prepare guidelines in matters of
e-governance, settlement of grievances and monitoring
of other redressal machinery — to bring about effective
coordination among the various units of organization at
various levels. (Appendix-IV)

WORKS COMMITTEE

To recommend the work policy of the Sangathan
-to consider and approve the work programme- to
prescribe norms for issue of administrative approval
and expenditure sanction - to review the progress of
construction work- to advise the Board on policy matters
relating to works programme. (Appendix-V)

TRAINING

To keep pace with the fast changing scenario, KVS
imparts orientation/induction/in-service training to its
Officers/Teachers and other Staff through its five Zonal
Institute of Education and Training (ZIETs) at Gwalior,
Mumbai, Mysore, Bhubaneswar and Chandigarh.

KVS ADVISORY COMMITTEE for ZIETs

To review the progress made by the ZIETs in the
implementation of the training policy formulated at KVS
level and to monitor functioning of ZIETs & review the
training programmes being organized. (Appendix-VI)

ZIET ADVISORY COMMITTEE

KVS has 05 Zonal Institutes of Education and Training
(ZIETs) at Mumbai, Gwalior, Mysore, Bhubaneswar
and Chandigarh which are entirely dedicated to train
Officers/Teachers and other Staff and the Committee
is constituted to review periodically these programmes.

REGIONAL OFFICES

REGIONAL ADVISORY COMMITTEE

For effective management and implementation of
Kendriya Vidyalaya sangathan’s policies formulated
at the national level, 25 Regional Offices have been
established, each headed by a Deputy Commissioner
with three Assistant Commissioners, one Administrative
Officer, one Finance officer and supporting staff. These
regional offices oversee the working of the KVs covered
under their jurisdiction. (Appendix-VIII)

The Kendriya Vidyalayas at Kathmandu (Nepal),
Moscow (Russia) and Tehran (Iran) are administered
directly from the Headquarters.

VIDYALAYA LEVEL

1103 Vidyalayas are functioning all over the country with
the objective to cater to the educational needs of the
children of transferable Central Government employees
including Defence and Para-military personnel by
providing a common programme of education.

VIDYALAYA MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE

For proper running of the Vidyalaya, its day-to-day
Management is entrusted to a Vidyalaya Management
Committee, constituted by the Sangathan. This
Committee manages the Vidyalayas with funds
provided by the Sangathan as well as funds generated
locally by the Vidyalaya within the frame- work of the
policies laid down by the Sangathan. An Executive
Committee, which is a core group of a few members
of the existing Vidyalaya Management Committee,
has also been constituted at the Vidyalaya level in
all Kendriya Vidyalayas. This Committee has been
vested with wide ranging administrative, academic and
financial powers to ensure smooth functioning of the
vidyalaya. (Appendix IX)
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3. GROWTH OF THE ORGANIZATION

A well-knit organizational structure has helped in the
expansion of Kendriya Vidyalaya network in a planned
manner. A need-based approach is followed in the
opening of schools in different locations. Kendriya
Vidyalayas are opened in Defence establishments on
the recommendation of the Defence Ministry and in oth-
er places on the recommendation of various Ministries/
Departments of the Central Government, State
Governments or the Central Government Employees

Welfare Associations.

From 20 school in the year of establishment - 1963,
KVS is now proud of 1103 schools in the year 2014-15.
1102 KVs are functional out of 1103 (1 non-functional
KV Gulmarg at Tanmarg), including 3 KVs abroad viz.
Moscow, Kathmandu,Tehran. Out of 1102 functional
KVs,351 are in Defence, 619 in Civil, 26 in Institutes of
Higher Learning & 107 in Project Sector. Out of the total
1103 KVs,103 KVs are functioning in the North East.

4(a) ENROLMENT OF STUDENTS

KVS is a growing organization with 1102 schools
functioning (excluding 1 KV non-functional- KV Gulmarg
at Tanmarg) as on 31.03.2015, and a total enrolment of
1176682 in classes | to Xll (661290 boys (56.20%) and
515392 girls (43.80%))

ADMISSION POLICY

Kendriya Vidyalayas were primarily established
with an objective of providing uninterrupted
education to the wards of transferable Central
Govt. employees. Priority in admissions is
accorded to children of Central Govt. employees,
State Govt. employees and private employees
in that order. Various provisions, exist for ex-
servicemen, project employees in project sector
schools, MEA employees, MHRD employees,
RAW employees, DDA employees (DDA)
sponsored school(s), single girl students etc.

KVS also provides 25% reservation in class |,
at the entry stage to the children belonging to
weaker sections and disadvantage groups SC/
ST/EWS/BPL/OBC (non-creamy layer) as per the
provisions of RTE 2009. The shortfall, if any, in
this quota is made good by providing admission in

the rest 75% admissions to the tune of 15% to SC
and 7.5% to ST students.

A child must be minimum 5 years old & maximum
7 years old as on 31t March, 2015 in the academic
year in which admission is sought for class | (child
born on 13t April should also be considered). The
maximum age limit can be relaxed by 2 year in
case of physically challenged student by the
Principal.

15% of seats for Scheduled Caste and 7.5% seats
for Scheduled Tribes shall be reserved in all fresh
admissions in all Kendriya Vidyalayas.

Once a child is admitted in a KV, she/he is eligible
for transfer of admission, to another KV anywhere
in the country, on the transfer of parent or shifting
of the family. The transfer is automatic and can be
done at any time, during the academic session.

KVS has expanded from 20 schools in 1963 to
1103 schools by 31.03.2015. The present total
enrolment of students in 1102 schools (1 KV non-
functional -KV Gulmarg at Tanmarg) is 1176682
with 515392 girls (43.80%) and 661290 boys
(56.20%). The State wise, Category wise and
Class wise enrolment of KVS is tabulated.

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4(b) CHILD IN FOCUS : TOWARDS EXCELLENCE

As a premier educational organization, KVS always
has the child as its focus in planning its programmes
and implementing them. Apart from the well structured
academic programmes, several other co-scholastic
programmes are also planned in all the schools
for facilitating a holistic development of the child’s
personality.

All the schools are affiliated to CBSE and run classes
from Class | to Xll. Hindi, English and Sanskrit
languages are taught from Class VI onwards, while
Hindi and English languages are taught in classes
| to V. Students of class VI to VIl have the option to
study foreign languages such as German or Chinese
as an additional subject. German language can also
be offered as an additional subjects by students from
class IX onwards in case students so desire to learn the
same. However, enrolment of minimum 15 students is
required to start foreign language classes.

Apart from this, regional language teaching is also
provided in schools where more than 15 students opt
for it.

Continuous and comprehensive evaluation is carried out
in schools in classes | to X, in the framework of CBSE
guidelines. To facilitate continuous and comprehensive
teaching as well as evaluation, several programmes
have been designed:

CMP : Common Minimum Programme for motivating
primary children aims at focused primary education
involving activity based teaching learning, building
required resources such as library, play grounds,
teaching learning material (TLM), computer facilities,
common programmes for primary children such as
celebration of days, class libraries, community lunches,
field trips, etc.

EQIUP : Ensuring quality in upper primary (classes
VI to VIIl), similarly aims at enhancing the quality of
education at upper primary level and has four pronged
strategy viz.

1. Readiness programme for upper primary stage,

2. monitoring support at school level,

3.  resource support and steps for improvement in
teaching learning process and

4. role of teachers/Principal/Vice Principal and
regional office, towards achieving the goal.

Holistic Development: Co-curricular activities (CCA)
are the forte of KVS. A number of CCA such as
singing, elocutions, debates, rangoli, calligraphy etc.
are organized throughout the year as competitions at
school level so as to bring out the latent talent of the
children and aid in their complete growth. Apart from
the holistic development, these activities also help in
minimizing the complexes among children and develop
the leadership quality among them.

While these school level activities involve almost all
the students of the school in some activity or the other,
several activities are conducted at higher levels also
such as Cluster level, Regional level and National level,
to bring out the best out of the talented children.

Promotion of Science among the students of
Kendriya Vidyalayas.

Dr. Jagadish Chandra Bose in his speech stated that
“although science is neither of the East nor of the West
but rather International in its universality, yet India is
specially fitted to make great contributions. The burning
Indian imagination, which can extort new order out of a
mass of apparently contradictory facts, is held in check
by the habit of concentration. This restraint confers the
power to hold the mind to the pursuit of truth with an
infinite patience.” Addressing old problems from a new
angle, requires creative imagination.

For the last 17 years KVS has been conducting its own
Mathematical Olympiad programme in two phases —
Junior Mathematical Olympiad (JMO) and Regional
Mathematical Olympiad (RMO). About 15-18 thousand
students from classes X, Xl appear in JMO at about 164
centres all over the country and two abroad every year.
After screening the students, about top 100 students
are selected to attend the preparatory camp for Indian
National Mathematical Olympiad (INMO) / RMO at
KVS level for 10 days during winter break every year.
KVS recommends about Top 30 students from RMO
to participate in INMO conducted by National Board of
Higher Mathematics (NBHM). Selection at National level
leads to participation at the International Mathematical
Olympiad (IMO) through another round of training / test
/orientation etc.

In 2014-15, 14838 students appeared in 17" KVS-JMO,
out of which 136 students qualified the examination.

PHYSICAL & HEALTH EDUCATION

Keeping in focus the wholesome development of the
child, Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan gives equal im-
portance to Physical Health and growth of students.

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Adolescence Education Programme (AEP)

Adolescence Education Program (AEP) is being
implemented in the network of schools of Kendriya
Vidyalaya Sangathan (KVS) with National Council of
Educational Research and Training (NCERT) as the
coordinating agency. In partnership with the Ministry of
Human Resource Development (MHRD), United Nations
Population Fund (UNFPA) has been supporting the
Adolescence Education Program (AEP) since 2005. The
objectives of the programme is to provide opportunities
for enhancement of life skills for empowering young
adolescents to grow healthy, cope with challenges
and optimise opportunities in positive and responsible
ways. AEP intends to integrate Adolescence Education
issues in to the classroom transaction through life skill
approach to deal with real life situations of adolescents.
The co-curricular approach has been used for building
on relevant experiences of young people.

Major objectives behind this programme are:

. Integration of adolescence education elements
in contents and process of school education,
teacher education, adult literacy programmes.

. Organization of co-curricular activities focused
on life skills development among students in all
secondary and higher secondary schools

Issues Addressed Through AEP

Adolescence is a transitional stage of the physical and
mental development occurring between puberty and
adulthood of a human being. In the changing school
environment and society altogether there are some
critical needs and concerns of adolescents that have
not been addressed by the school education system
so far. These needs and concerns are reflected in the
profile of Indian adolescents.

AEP’s major content areas include issues like process
of growing up, understanding adolescence, positive and
responsible relationship, issues related to gender and
discrimination, HIV and AIDS, substance abuse and
drug abuse. It also provided opportunities to acquire
needed skills for organising experiential learning
activities in school, monitoring and evaluation, better
and effective implementation of the AEP.

Key Milestones Achieved at KVS During the Year
2014-15

The following activities were undertaken in the reporting
period:

. Interactive workshop for National Resource

Persons under AEP
. Nodal Teachers Training Programmes
. Training of Peer facilitators
. AEP sensitisation programme for senior Officials
. National Youth Festival

. Constitution of the Adolescence clubs in Kendriya
Vidyalayas

. Monitoring Visits by KVS officials

Interactive Workshop for National Resource
Persons under AEP

Five interactive national level workshops for Master
Teacher Trainers (MTT) on AEP were conducted
jointly by KVS, NCERT and NVS during April- May
2014. During these six days training programme, 125
Participants from KVS were trained as Master Trainers.
The main objectives of the Interactive Workshop were:
to develop better understanding of the conceptual and
methodological aspects of Adolescence Education, to
strengthen the knowledge base in the major content
areas of Adolescence Education, to develop better
understanding of various teaching methodologies
effective in Adolescence Education, to develop the
skills to organize follow-up programme in life skills
development, to develop life skills to help in the
monitoring and management of the programme activities
and to understand and appreciate the expected roles as
programme implementers.

The trained master trainers in turn were advised to
organise training programme for nodal teachers and
peer educators in the concerned region within 2 months
period of their training.

Nodal Teachers Training Programmes

At the regional level to increase the pool of the AE
trained teachers and to achieve the ratio of 1: 150
students, series of Nodal Teacher Training (NTT) were
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organized in the 25 KVS ROs. The group of master
trainers, who were exposed to AEP module, trained
the teachers deputed from 25 KVS regions. During
2014- 25 NTT programmes were conducted in various
KVS ROs. Two teachers of both the gender (1 male and
1 female) were selected and trained as nodal teachers
for initiating and implementing AEP programme at the
School level.

The programme was spread for six days where various
dimensions of AEP were covered including process of
growing up, prevention of HIV and AIDS, prevention
of substance and various skills of facilitator. Besides
these application of life skill in real life context were
analyzed through various methods. Role play, case
studies, situation analysis, video clips quiz contests,
presentations, debates and question box activities were
the various transaction methods utilized in programme.
A pre-test was conducted before the initiating of the
training and followed by post test on the last day of the
training to ascertain the learning of the participants.
Feedback was collected for each programme covered
under the training programme of AEP. At school level
the trained Nodal Teachers conduct school based
sensitization sessions and activities with their students,
teachers and parents. The Kendriya Vidyalayas (KVs)
also organizes AEP activities at school level for classes
VIII to XI.

Training of Peer Facilitators

Under Adolescence Education Programme (AEP),
to engage young people meaningfully in the AEP
Peer orientation programme was organised during
September — October 2014, in all KVS RO. The schools
engage the peer educators to reach out to other students
and further improve the teaching-learning environment
in their schools.

After the orientation of peer educators, two sets of
activities were suggested for every school that may
help in mainstreaming the concerns of Adolescence
Education Programme in the school curriculum. These
include organisation of theme-based assemblies and
activities for classes 8th to 11™. Certain reference
documents have also been suggested to facilitate
organization of these activities. Peer educators and
nodal teachers are also encouraged to look up other

resources, such as, refer to other relevant books,
newspapers, access internet, to further enhance their
knowledge on these issues and also share it with other
school students. A month wise scheme of themes and
activities provided a concrete role to peer educators
with guidance from nodal teachers.

AEP Sensitisation Programme for Senior Officials

NCERT and UNFPA jointly organized a sensitization
workshop for the senior officials from the Kendriya
Vidyalaya Sangathan from all the regional offices
of these institutions across the country during June
1-2, 2014 at New Delhi. The following issues were
discussed in detail: Institutionalizing AEP in School
Curriculum, Selection, Recognition and Reward
Mechanisms in AEP, Assessing and Monitoring AEP,
Increasing Adolescent Participation at all Stages of the
Programme, Responding to Mental Health Concerns
of School Going Adolescents. The other highlights of
this workshop include: recognition and award of best
performing schools in AEP related indicators ( 10 KVs
were identified for the award), release of documentary
film on AEP and launch of Adolescence Resource
Center (aeparc) website. 5 Senior Officials from KVS
Head Quarter, 1 Deputy Commissioner and 1 Assistant
Commissioner from each KVS RO participated in the
workshop.

National Youth Festival

The guiding principles of Adolescence Education
propound that the programme should enable young
people to articulate their issues and know their rights,
build self-esteem, self-confidence and develop ability
to take on responsibility for self, relationships and
(to an extent) society around them. Schools play a
crucial role in determining young people’s scholastic
achievements and more importantly, in shaping
their thought processes and value systems that will
influence the choices that they make throughout their
lives. With this background during 2014, to enhance
youth engagement in programme activities in all KVs,
creative writing and poster making competitions were
organised at Vidyalayas and Regional level on various
AEP themes. The national level winning entries were
sent for the national level festival and skill building
workshop at NCERT.
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In continuation to this, National Council of Educational
Research and Training (NCERT) and United Nations
Population Fund (UNFPA) organized a Youth Festival
as part of the Adolescence Education Programme
at NCERT, New Delhi from 28-30" January, 2015.
The three day festival, on the theme, ‘The School of
My Dreams’ was attended by 60 students (in the age
range of 13-15 years) and 60 teachers from different
schooling systems across the country. The festival
was a culmination of on-the spot creative writing and
poster making competitions. 25 KV students from 19
Regional Offices along with 22 KV teachers as escorts
participated in the event.

The festival was anchored through different schooling
systems as schools are believed to play a crucial role
in determining young people’s scholastic achievements
and more importantly, in shaping their thought
processes and value systems that influence the choices
that they make throughout their lives. Furthermore, with
the emphasis on school education in India and given
the fact that young people spend substantial time in
schools, the need to find out if education is ready to
meet the aspirations of young adolescents was explored
through their creative writings and posters. During the
festival, the participants were asked to visualize a safe
learning space, creating the Ideal Learning Space as
a Collective, provide recommendations for the system
through “Stop, Start, Continue” format. Further they
were asked to identify their role in creating the dream
learning space as an individual.The objective was
to build agreement on the need for an individual's
contribution to achieve an aspiration. Finally they were
helped in making the 5th space characteristics come
alive through skill building workshops on Poster making,
Creative writing & Theatre.

Constitution of the Adolescence clubs in KVs

To bridge the gap and to break the societal allegory
against the superstitious beliefs and unhygienic health
care practices there is a need to develop consciousness
among the children to understand the normal biological
and hormonal changes as they grow. Research studies
have revealed that the learning from peer group has
its own advantages as children get an opportunity to
interact with their friends in an open mind to discuss
any issues in a school setting. Under this inspiration

all Regional Offices of KVS had initiated Disha clubs
in Kendriya Vidyalayas to undertake initiative and
galvanize the problems of adolescence.

Monitoring Visits by KVS officials

Senior officials at Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan
(KVS) and the AEP Team at KVS, visited the training
programmes for quality assurance and for rigorous AEP
implementation in KVs.

USE OF TECHNOLOGY IN EDUCATION

Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan is a pace setting
institution and has taken various initiatives for improving
and overhauling school education system in the country
including various Audio/Video device and application of
Information and Communication Technology (ICT).

Under ICT infrastructure KVS has made advance
way back in year 1994 in which through CLASS
Project 291 Kendriya Vidyalayas were provided BBC
computers. Between year 1997 to 2001 under Model
School Scheme computerization was done in 448
Kendriya Vidyalayas. Then Smart School Scheme was
implemented in 31 Kendriya Vidyalayas during 2005
in which ICT infrastructure was created. Thereafter
computerization is being done continuously in phased
manner and Pupil PC ratio has improved from 53:1 to
19:1 as on 31.03.2015, ICT infrastructure in Kendriya
Vidyalayas is as follows :

Two device sets have been given to all schools having
3 sections or more than 3 sections except where
e-classrooms have been established i.e. 125 Kendriya
Vidyalayas (50 Kendriya Vidyalayas in 15t Phase and 75
in second Phase).

All the Kendriya Vidyalayas (except newly opened
schools) are having audio visual devices like tape
recorders, Television, Projectors etc.

E-content

KVS is developing its own e-content in all subjects for
all classes which may be used by Kendriya Vidyalayas
on-line/off-line basis. The process of updating the
e-content is going on regular basis in collaboration with
CIET-NCERT.

ICT Award

KVS is regularly participating in ICT Award introduced
by M/HRD, Govt. of India. M/HRD has allocated two
awards to KVS.

Report of Oracle Academy Activities: 2014 -2015

Oracle Academy is working globally to expand
knowledge, skills, innovation and diversity technology
fields through computer Science Education. The
Oracle Academy helps more than ten million students
gain industry-relevant skills.

Oracle Academy was pleased to collaborate with KVS
with trendsetting technology interventions. Here is a
synoptic view of the session in action:

Creating Java Programs using Greenfoot (Virtual
Instructor Led Training (VILT) Format)

Oracle Academy conducted the Greenfoot training in
the Virtual Instructor Led format for PGT (CS) from
16 September to 17 October, 2014 for two batches of
teachers. The robust platform of Cisco webex was used
for training with audio, video and interactive features.

Greenfoot is a visual 2D educational software tool
with a code editor to create educational games and
simulations. This is an easy and fun way to learn Java.
Greenfoot is being developed and maintained at the
University of Kent, with support from Oracle. It is free
software, released under the GPL license. In May 2007,
the Greenfoot project was awarded the “Duke’s Choice
Award” in the category “Java Technology in Education”,
and in 2010 it won the “Premier Award for Excellence
in Engineering Education Courseware”. In March
2014, Oracle and Greenfoot were honoured with the
year’s Impact through Knowledge Exchange Award by
University of Kent.

Java is the foundation for virtually every type of
networked application and is the global standard for
developing and delivering enterprise software, web-
based content, games and mobile applications. Java
enjoys a large and mature ecosystem with strong tools
support. Java delivers application portability and robust
performance across many computing environments.

Outcomes:

3 The teachers are now armed with an easy and
engaging method of teaching object oriented
programming which forms the basis of Java. The
teachers experienced the power of learning using
web conferencing as they met up with their batch
mates and instructors real time though at different
geographical locations.

Alice and STEM Education initiative during In-
service course — Phase 2

Alice as a tool empowers teachers in a standard
workshop of eight hours or in the TTT format. But it is
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felt there is a need to build the teacher know-how on
using Alice for enhancing higher-order thinking.

Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan gave Oracle Academy
an opportunity to advance teacher knowledge and
understanding of the use of Alice in phase 2 of the in-
service course in December 2014. The participating
teachers had attended the standard Alice training in
May and June 2014. Three sessions of 90 minutes each
were organized in the virtual Instructor led format using
Cisco webex on 26™, 29" and 30" December, 2014.

The session topic was Alice and STEM education.
Numerous intelligent examples were drawn up to show
how Alice supports STEM education by promoting
key STEM skills of logical thinking, decision making,
problem solving and critical thinking. The sessions
were conducted by Ms. Kamal Peter and Ms. Chaithra
Shetty from Bangalore. More than 40 in-service course
venues across India got hooked and more than 1000
teachers worked along with their virtual instructor on
their desktop or laptop.

The teachers’ enthusiasm was amazing. To a great
extent teachers could appreciate the difference
between computer and computational literacy. This
will help the teachers in introducing some amount of
programming to all students irrespective of the subject
of specialization. For computational skill to become a
true literacy, integrating it with the teaching of other
disciplines would probably be ideal. To demonstrate this
we had a teacher audience handling different subjects
from middle and high school. Such reinforcement
sessions are very useful.

What is Alice?

Alice is a 3D educational software developed at
Carnegie Melon University with the support from
Oracle. This software is used by schools to teach
animation and create simple educational games. By
dragging and dropping graphic tiles containing standard
programming statements, students develop programs
that animate 3D objects that populate a virtual world.
In the process, they sharpen their logical thinking and
problem solving techniques. They also grasp basic
object oriented programming terminology and concepts
such as procedure definition, algorithms, functions and
conditional statements. It enables a new way to think and
learn by populating virtual worlds intelligently, breaking
problem statements into small tasks, and drawing up
algorithmic expressions which help in problem solving.

What is Web Conferencing?

Learning is all about interaction. Web conferencing
helps us do that without the constraints of geographical
distance. Web conferencing allows interaction with
anyone, anywhere, in real time WebEx combines
desktop sharing through a web browser with voice
conferencing and video. With Webex everyone sees
the same thing on their computer screen at the same
time It can be presentations, documents, drawings and
even applications. Whether we are sharing information
or brainstorming, webex helps us to do it better. It's
all about interacting. Participants can win easily from
anywhere on any platform. (Windows, Mac, Solaris,
Linux and Unix and now on 3G enabled smart phones)

Procedure for Selection of Teachers

Direct recruitment of teachers in KVS is at present
centralized. As and when vacancies occur, an all India
advertisement for direct recruitment of various posts
in KVS is usually published in the Employment News
(Weekly) followed by short advertisement in other
and Local

National Newspapers. The candidates

possessing the requisite qualifications, age etc.
prescribed forthe posts as publishedinthe advertisement
(as per Recruitment Rules) are eligible and are required
to take a written examination which consist of objective
type questions_to test competence of the candidates
in the concerned subject and bilingual test in Hindi
& English languages to test the competence of the
candidates to teach both in English & Hindi medium.
The candidates are called for interview on merit, based
on performance in the written examination depending
upon the vacancies available for the post. A Select
Panel is prepared strictly on merit, based on the final
performance as reflected in the total marks obtained by

the candidates in the written examination and interview.

The entire recruitment work consisting of processing
of applications, conducting written examinations at
various centers (KVs /non KVs) coming under different
regions, evaluation, preparation of merit lists, dispatch
of interview letters etc, are entrusted to an agency.
However KVS conducts the interview, in order to fill up
the vacant posts in different Kendriya Vidyalayas all
over the country. At present, the process of recruitment
up to the year 2013-14 has been completed and PGTs,
TGTs, PRTs and Miscellaneous teachers have already
been posted. Also, the process for recruitment against
vacancies for different categories of teachers in KVS
against vacancies for the year 2014-15 and 2015-16 is

in process.

Apart from this, in Kendriya Vidyalayas, appointments
of teachers on contractual basis are effected as per
the terms and conditions approved by the Board of
Governors of KVS inits 94" meeting held on 24.12.2012.
Simultaneously, teachers may also be provided from
neighbouring Kendriya Vidyalayas to another as a
temporary measure to supplement the teaching efforts
of contractual teachers, for the betterment of the
students as well as the Kendriya Vidyalayas so that the
studies of the students do not suffer. KVS is trying hard
to complete the recruitment process to post teachers
against vacant posts available in the Vidyalaya till such
time necessary temporary arrangements is being done
at the level of regional officers to overcome the shortage
of teachers in the KVs concerned for the betterment of

the students enrolled in the KV concerned.

Supervision of the schools is primarily carried out to
assess the quality and performance. It also aims to
identify the strong and weak areas of the schools so as
to facilitate their effective function.

Objective of Supervision is to observe the functioning
of the Kendriya Vidyalayas in different areas namely,
Academic, Administrative, Finance, Planning, Efforts,

Achievements, Recognition and feedback from various
stakeholders.

A minimum of two rounds of inspection are carried out
every year in each KV and a third round too wherever
required. Schools are graded, based on their all round
performance, depending on various parameters. The
region wise data of school inspection and their gradings
on a five point scale is as under:

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5. Training : Empowering to Meet the Challenges

Training of teachers and non-teaching staff is an
integral part of the organization. Every year, thousands
of employees are provided with Refresher Training
Programmes. It is not an exaggeration if it is stated that
KVS is the only organization in the school education
system where thoroughly planned courses are held
on a regular basis. Keeping in view the pivotal role
of training for employees and to further augment
the efforts, a focused approach was felt necessary
and Zonal Institutes of Education and Training were
opened at Gwalior, Mumbai, Mysore, Chandigarh and
Bhubaneswar.

Zonal Institute of Education & Training

Each ZIET is headed by a Deputy Commissioner /
Director supported by other staff.

Teachers and non-teaching staff of five KVS Regions
are trained at each ZIET. All the ZIETs except ZIET,
Bhubaneswar have their own building and hostel
facilities.

The Objectives of established Zonal Institutes are:

1. To plan, design, deliver and evaluate training
programmes for all levels of teachers, officers and
other staff

2. To conduct orientation programmes for Directors,
Resource Persons of training programmes and of

EDUCATING THE EDUCATORS

In-Service/Refresher Courses

Realizing the fact that the teachers are engineers of
excellence and architects of the Nation’s future, KVS
has been making concerted efforts to provide such
experiences to them through In-service training courses
that will enrich and empower them to achieve excellence
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in education. KVS started five Zonal Institutes of
Education & Training at Bhubaneswar, Chandigarh,
Gwalior, Mysore & Mumbai respectively with the
mandate to take care of the In-service training needs
of the KVS teachers alongwith short term courses for
teaching and non-teaching staff.

KVS conducts In-service Courses of 21-22 days
duration for various categories of teachers. These In-
service courses are organized in 02 spells i.e. one
course of 12 days duration followed by 10 days course
(totaling 22 days). Both spells of In-service courses are
planned and monitored at the KVS (HQ) level. However,
In-service courses of teachers of following categories
are conducted in one spell of 21 days duration:

(i) Librarian (ii) TGT (P&HE) (iii) TGT (Drg.) (iv) TGT
(Work Exp.) (v) Yoga Teacher (vi) PRT (Music)

For the year 2014-15, KVS conducted 118 In-service
courses deputing 5590 teachers of various categories.
Out of these 4389 teachers attended the courses. The
details of the courses conducted during 2014-15 is
given in the Table ‘A’

Apart from In-service training programmes, KVS
conducts Short Term Courses for all categories of
employees to empower them in various fields. In 2014-
15, 198 Short Term Courses were conducted by all
ZIETs and 7218 participants, including officers,teachers
& non-teaching staff, attended these courses.

Directors and Resource Persons selected for training
the teachers are suitably oriented to conduct the
ensuing training programmes. Such orientation courses
seek to make them comprehend the objectives of the
courses they are to conduct, help them prepare the
course material and formulate appropriate strategies
for the course Table ‘B’.

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6. IMPLEMENTATION OF RESERVATION POLICY

For Admission in KVs

15% seats for Scheduled Castes and 7.5% for
Scheduled Tribes are reserved in all fresh admissions.

3% seats are horizontally reserved for Physically
Challenged children. Horizontal reservation would mean
that 3% of 15% would be reserved for handicapped
children of SC, 3% of 7.5% would be reserved for
handicapped children of ST and 3% of 77.5% would
be reserved for handicapped children of general
categories.

For Recruitment in KVS

For Recruitment of teaching and non teaching staff in
KVS a certain percentage of post of each category is
reserved for the Scheduled Caste (15%), Scheduled
Tribe (7.5%), OBC (27%) and Ex-serviceman (10%).
As regards reservation for Visually Handicapped,
Orthopedic Handicapped and Hearing Handicapped,
KVS is following and implementing the reservation
policy as per Government of India Instructions/rules.

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7. OFFICIAL LANGUAGE POLICY

Implementation

During the year under review, a number of steps were
taken to accelerate the use of official language in the
Headquarters of the Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan,
Regional offices and ZIETs, besides the Kendriya
Vidyalayas spread all over the country. A resume is
given below:

1. To ensure proper implementation of the
Official Language Policy, an Official Language
Implementation Committee was constituted
in January, 1975, in KVS (Hqg.) under the
chairmanship of Commissioner, KVS. Similar
Committees have been constituted in all 25
Regional Offices/05 ZIETs and all Kendriya
Vidyalayas. A meeting of the Committee is held in
each quarter.

2. 97 meetings of the Official Language
Implementation Committee constituted at the
KVS, Headquarters have been held and progress
made in the implementation of the Language
Policy of the Govt. of India is regularly monitored
in these meetings.

3.  Quarterly Progress Report of Hindi, received from
KVs is reviewed by Regional Offices, reports
from 25 ROs & 05 ZIETs are reviewed by KVS
(Hgrs) and reports of KVS (Hqrs) is reviewed by
Department of Official Language & Ministry of

HRD, New Delhi.

4. The Hindi Section is looking after the
implementation of Official Language Policy in
KVS.

5.  All advertisements of all India nature are issued
in Hindi ,English and Regional Language for
publication in newspapers .In the “Employment
News” advertisements are published in three
languages Hindi, ,English and Urdu.

6. Invitation cards for all the programmes organized
by Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan are printed in
Hindi and English simultaneously.

7. To review the progress of official language
implementation, inspections are also conducted
at various levels and separate official language
inspection has also been conducted. During

the year 2014-15 official language inspection of
many regional offices/kendriya vidyalayas were
conducted by the officers.

Incentives

In order to promote use of Official Language in KVS,
the Incentive schemes prescribed by Govt. of India
has been initiated in KVS. Official staking part in these
schemes is given awards/incentives as per the norms
of Govt. of India. A large number of employees of KVs
(HQ), Regional Offices, ZIETs and Kendriya Vidyalayas
have been benefitted according to these schemes.

Hindi Day/Fortnight

Hindi Fortnight was also celebrated in the Headquarters
of the Sangathan from 1 to 15 September 2014. During
the Fortnight, various competitions were organized on
this occasion and the winners were given cash awards
and certificates by the Hon’ble Commissioner. This
created a keen interest in staff to do their official work in
Hindi. Simultaneously in the month of sept.2014 Hindi
Fortnight was celebrated by Regional Offices/Kendriya
Vidyalayas.

Seminar/Workshop on Hindi

In order to ensure effective implementation of the Official
Language Policy in offices, all Hindi Translators were
given training of the translation work, official language
policy/rules etc. during the seminar/workshop organized
from 20 May to 22 May 2014 in Kendriya Vidyalaya
Sangathan Headquarters. During the workshop matters,
related to official language policy, translation, training
programmes, organization of workshops, Inspection by
the Official Language Parliamentary Committee topics
were discussed. In addition to this Hindi workshop were
orgnised in KVS(Hq.) for officers and officials. On the eve
of New Year 2015 (31t December, 2014), “Rajbhasha
Kavi Sammelan” was also ogranised in KVS(Hq.).
Such type of programmes were also celebrated by all
Regional Offices and schools.

Bilingual Software in Computers and Hindi Training

Bilingual software facilities have been made available
in all the computers of the sections in the KVS
(Headquarters).The officials were trained to work on
computers in Hindi through Unicode by organizing
special workshop and they were encouraged to work
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in Hindi. Hindi Unicode is activated in computers of all
other subordinate offices of KVS and the work is being
done in Hindi.

Training of Hindi language, Hindi Shorthand and
Hindi Typing

The stenographers and LDCs of KVS(HQ) who do not
know Hindi shorthand and Hindi Typing respectively
were trained in Hindi shorthand and Hindi Typing by
conducting regular classes at KVS(HQ). Thus during
the year 2014-15, 8 LDC/Sub-Staff passed Hindi Typing
examination ¢ onducted by the Department of the
Official Language, Govt. Of India, New Delhi. Training
programme for Hindi teaching was also conducted in
kVS(HQ), New Delhi. Now, therefore, no employee
is left for training. A number of officials of the offices
spread all over the country also got training in centers
run by Official Language Department, Govt. of India.

PUBLICATIONS

1. Annual Report and Audit Report of the Kendriya
Vidyalaya Sangathan are published bilingually.

2. A Souvenir on “Teachers Day” is also published
every year in English and Hindi wherein the
meritorious record of the teachers selected for
National and KVS Incentive Awards is given in
brief.

Notification of Offices in the Gazette of India under
Rules 10 (4) of Official Language Rule 1976 and
specification of order under Rule 8(4)

1. As per Rule 10(4) of the Official Language Rule,
1976, Govt. office where 80% or more officials
have got the working knowledge of Hindi is liable
to be notified in the Gazette of India. Accordingly
KVS (HQ), 20 Regional Offices, 04 ZIETs and
about 870 Kendriya Vidyalayas have been notified
in Gazette of India so far. Process is going on for
the notification under Rule 10(4) for the rest of
ROs/Kendriya Vidyalayas.

2.  The officers and employees who are proficient
in Hindi were notified to do their complete work
in Hindi under Rule 8(4) of the Official language
Rule 1976.

Honour by Government of India for excellent
performance in Official Language

In year 2013-2014 Kendriya Vidyalaya Sangathan has
received the first position “Indira Gandhi Rajbhasha
Shield” in the category of Autonomous Body in ‘A
Region’ from the Hon’ble Pesident of India, Shri Pranab
Mukherjee Ji.

In short, KVS is making all efforts to ensure effective
implementation of the Official Language Policy of Govt.
of India in HQ. as well as all its offices.
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8. INFRASTRUCTURE

Provision of adequate infrastructure facilities contributes
in no small measure for the overall performance of
any organization. Recognizing this, the KVS has been
paying special attention to construction of school
building, staff quarters etc. to Kendriya Vidyalayas, other
than those set up in PSUs/Institute of Higher Learning.
Equal attention is paid to proper special repairs of these
buildings as and when the need arises.

Out of total 1102* KVs functioning as on 31.03.2015,
972 KVs (134 KVs in project/Institute of higher learning
and 03 in abroad 713 KVs in civil & defence sector) were
functioning in their own permanent schools building.
Remaining 259 KVs are functioning in the temporary
accommodation provided by sponsoring agencies out

of which in 80 KVs permanent school building is under
construction.
The school buildings are classified into five types:

1. From class | to X are ‘A-O’ Type single section in
each class having strength upto 400.

2. Fromclass | to Xl are ‘A-1’ Type single section in
each class having strength upto 480.

3.  Fromclass | to Xll are ‘A’ Type with Two section in
each class having strength upto 960.

4.  From class | to Xl are ‘B’ Type with Three section
in each class having strength upto 1440.
